Weather Summary/Alert:

In Kamathee block, as per forecast received by RMC, Nagpur, during next five days from 08/08/2020 to
12/08/2020 weather will be partially cloudy to mostly cloudy. Very light to light rainfall on 08th, 09th,
10th, 11th and 12th August as well as on 08th and 09th August thunderstorm accompanied with
lightning at isolated places is forecasted.
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General Advisory:

Farmers are advice to drain out the excess water remain in soybean, cotton, Black gram, Green gram,
Pigeon pea, Vegetable crops as well as Orange, Sweet orange and other fruit orchards and farmers are
also advice to spraying of different agro chemicals and fertilizer application in standing crop should be
done in clean and dry day.

SMS Advisory:

In cotton, advice to spraying of Urea 2 % (200 g per 10 litres of water) at 30-45 DAS; MgS0O4 @ 50 g
and DAP 2% (200 g) per 10 litres of water should be done for crop nourishment.
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SOYABEAN

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, If soybean leaf-eating
Caterpillarlarvae reach the level of economic threshold (3-4 small larvae per meter
crop line before flowering), the spraying should be taken of Indoxacarb 15.8 AC 6.6
ml or Spinetoram 11.7 SC 9 ml per 10 liters of water.If the incidence of green
semilooper in soybean crop and exceeds the level of economic threshold (four larvae
per meter crop line), spraying should be taken of Profenophos 50 EC 20 ml or
Chlorantraniliprol 18.5 SC 3 ml or Indoxacarb 15.8 AC 6.6 ml or Thimethoxam 12.6
+ Lambda cyhalothrin 9.5 ZC 2.5 ml or Flubendiamide 39.35 per cent m/m SC 3 ml
per 10 liters of water.
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RICE

In case of transplanting of paddy crop is done, water level should be maintained at up
to 2 to 3 cm. For management of Stem borer and Gall midge apply Carbofuron3%
granular 25 kg per hectare (Carbofuron 3% granular 250 gm per 100 square meter
nursery) should be applied in the nursery 5 days before transplanting. Seedlings
seedling should be transplanted at 20 x 15 cm. and Alley ways method should be
used to manage the Leaf hoppers. (Alley ways method: - 30 cm space after 10 lines
or 2 meter). Transplanting should be done after 21 to 25 days of age of seedlings. For
this, two days before removing the seedlings, increase the water level in the nursery a
little. This helps in removing the seedl
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GREEN GRAM

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, In case of powdery mildew on the
green gram crop, spray Penconazole 10% EC 5 ml or water soluble sulphur 30 gm in
10 liters of water. If required, apply second spray after 10 to 15 days.
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BLACK GRAM

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, In case of powdery mildew on the
black gram crop, spray Penconazole 10% EC 5 ml or water soluble sulphur 30 gm in
10 liters of water. If required, apply second spray after 10 to 15 days.
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COTTON

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the sucking pest reaches above
ETL, spray Flonicamid 50 WG 4 gm or Dinotefuran 20%SG 3g/10 lit of
water.Spraying of Urea 2% (200 g per 10 litres of water) at 30 DAS; MgSO4 @ 50 g
and DAP 2% (200 g) per 10 litres of water should be done for crop nourishment.
Erect 2 Pheromone traps per for monitoring of Pink bollworm infestation. The
farmers are suggested to undertake spot drenching of carbendazim 50 % WP@
20g+urea 100 g per 10 litres of water or Trichoderma harzianum or T.viridae @10 g/
litres of water should be done for management of wilt and root rot affected crop.For
management of leaf spot and Anthracnose disease, it is recommended to
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GROUNDNUT

In groundnut apply 300 to 500 kg of Gypsum/Hectare at 50 % flowering stage to
improve the crop yield. In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the
occurrence of rust and tikka (leaf spot), spraying should be done of Tebuconazole
25% WG 500-750 gm per hectare mix with 500 litre) of water. (10 to 15 gram/10 litre
of water).For management thrips and jassids, when ETL cross (5 thrips per three
leaves and 15-20 jassids/plant), then spraying should be take of Quinaphos 25 % EC
(28 ml/10 liter of water) 1400 ml/hectare in 500 litre of water.
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PIGEON PEA
(RED
GRAM/ARHAR)

In Pigeon pea, advice to carry outsecond hoeing between 30 to 35 days after sowing
and weeding should be done 1 to 2 times as required. At the time of the second
hoeing, a rope should be tied to the hoe so that the soil should be kept near crop and
water conservation will take place.
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OKRA/ LADIES'
FINGER

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the incidence of sucking insects
observed on Okra crop, spraying should be taken of Thimethoxam 25% WG 2 gm or
Imidacloprid 2 ml per 10 liters of water.

TOMATO

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if tomato leaf blight was noticed,
spraying should be taken of Mancozeb 75 WP 25 gms or Copper oxychloride 50 WP
25 gms mix with in 10 liters of water. For control of thrips and white fly on tomato
crop, spraying should be taken of Thimethoxam 25% WG 4 gm or Dimethoate 30%
EC in 10 ml per 10 liters of water.
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Horticulture Specific Advisory:
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ORANGE

It is advice to drain out the excess water from field, Spraying of different agrochemicals
and fertilizer application in standing crop should be done only in clean and dry
day.Remove water shoots from the trees. Keep the orchard free from weeds. Apply 108g
Urea or 250 gms Ammonium sulphate, 157g single superphosphate and in addition along
with fertilizer apply 25g Zinc sulphate, 25g Ferrous sulphate and 25 g Manganese
sulphate for one year old tree. Apply twice the quantity for two year tree, three times for
three year tree and four times for four years and above trees. Fertilizer should be applied
to the tree in moist soil condition.If the incidence of leaf eating caterpillar is noticed on
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CHILLI

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the shoot drying in chilli crop
observed, spraying should be 25 gm of Copper Oxychloride or Mancozeb fungicide or
Propineb 15 gm per 10 liters of water at intervals of 15 days after transplanting.
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BRINJAL

In the view of present cloudy and rainy weather, if the incidence of aphids, thrips,
whitefly and spider mites on brinjal crop, spraying should be taken 2 weeks after planting
with Dimethoate 30% EC 10 ml or Quinalphos 25% EC 20 ml or thiometon 25% EC 10
ml per 10 liters of water.
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Livestock Specific Advisory:

BUFFALO

Offer clean and cold water (stored in earthen pot) to the animals. Deworming of
livestock should be done by seeking advice of Veterinary practitioner. One week
after Deforming, vaccinate the cattle and buffaloes against Foot, & mouth disease
(FMD), Black quarter (BQ) and Haemorrhagic Septicemia (HS). Keep the
livestock under the shed to protect from heat.
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GOAT

Vaccinate the goat against FMD, HS, PPR and enterotoxaemia. Offer clean and
cold water (stored in earthen pot) to the animals. Keep the livestock under the
shed to protect from heat.
